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What is IAU-ISAS?
The International Association of Universities IAU), founded in 1950, is the UNESCO-based
worldwide association of higher education institutions. It brings together 636 institutes from over
120 countries. Hokkaido University has been a member since 1962. A collaborative project between
IAU and Hokkaido University to review HU’s internationalization strategy in the 2009 fiscal year
turned to be International Strategy Advisory Service (ISAS). IAU has provided ISAS for 16
universities in 9 countries, including HU, since then.

What is ISAS 2.0?
IAU developed a new version of the ISAS program “ISAS 2.0” that consists of several different
but complementary services. Hokkaido University is the world’s first university to work on the
advanced version and both ISAS 1.0 and 2.0. HU has already submitted a self-study report on
its internationalization strategy to the Expert Panel. The Panel will visit our campus from Oct
5 to Oct 6 and hold various discussions and group interviews with HU members for the purpose
to formulate a final report containing advices, which will be submitted to HU in Dec.
