| . Important Reminders (Must read for important information)

Hokkaido University offers entrance fee waivers (deferment) and tuition fee waivers for those who have
difficulties paying their entrance and tuition fees due to financial reasons.

When approved, the entrance fee is fully exempted or reduced by half. In the case of deferment, the
payment is deferred until the last day of September for those who enrolled in April (First Semester) or the
last day of February next year for those who enrolled in October (Second Semester). Tuition fee waivers
are full, half, or one-fourth exemption.

The waiver recipients are selected within the designated budget among those who satisfy the academic
and financial requirements prescribed by the University and in order of the degree of financial hardship
experienced by them. The number of students who receive waivers differs every academic year as it

depends on the budget and the number of applicants.
1. Compliance of Applicants
]

Applicants are strictly required to comply with the following rules. If you do not comply, your waiver

approval may be revoked.

[Rules for Applicants]

- Read these guidelines carefully. Make sure that there are no false entries or unreported income in your
application and submit all necessary documents.

+ Complete your application procedure by the due date. Otherwise, your application will not be accepted.

+ Respond promptly if you receive inquiries or a request to submit additional documents from the

University.

- Keep in mind that your application for a waiver (deferment) may not be approved. Have a plan for the

payment in case your application is not successful.

- Do not dispute the result of the selection by comparing it to those of others or those in the past.

Information provided in the application documents is used for the selection procedure for the entrance

fee waiver (deferment), tuition fee waiver, and other financial aid the University offers and is never used
for any other purposes.

1. Eligibility for Entrance Fee Waiver (and Deferment)

International undergraduate students and graduate students who are admitted for AY2024 First

[Eligibility Requirements]
International undergraduate students must satisfy 2 or 3 below.

Graduate students must satisfy one of 1 to 3 below.

1. Student who has difficulty paying the entrance fee for financial reasons and is recognized as having
excellent academic records.
2. Student who has difficulty paying the entrance fee due to the death of the person responsible for the
payment of their educational expenses, or because the student or the person responsible for the payment
of their educational expenses has suffered damage caused by a natural or other disaster in the period from
April 1, 2023 to March 31, 2024. *

*The 2011 Great East Japan Earthquake, the 2016 Kumamoto Earthquake, and the 2018 Hokkaido

Eastern Iburi Earthquake are special exceptions and recognized as natural or other disasters mentioned

above.

3. Student who has difficulty paying the entrance fee due to a similar circumstance to 2 above with a reason

deemed valid by the President.

» If you apply for the entrance fee waiver based on these eligibility criteria, you are also applying for the
entrance fee deferment.

+ Those who receive a scholarship equivalent to the entrance fee are not eligible to apply.

2. Student who has difficulty paying the entrance fee by the due date due to the death of the person
responsible for the payment of their educational expenses or because the student or the person responsible
for the payment of their educational expenses has suffered damage caused by a natural or other disaster in
the period from April 1, 2023 to March 31, 2024.

3. Student who has difficulty paying the entrance fee by the due date due to a similar circumstance to 2

above with a reason deemed valid by the President.

3. Eligibility for Tuition Fee Waiver

Regular students who will be enrolled for the entire period of AY2024 First Semester (undergraduate,

master's, professional, or latter period of doctoral degree program)

[Eligibility Requirements]
Applicants must satisfy one of 1 to 3 below.
However, those who plan to take a leave of absence, withdraw, or complete their programs in the middle

of AY2024 First Semester are not eligible to apply.

1. Student who has difficulty paying the tuition fees by the due date for financial reasons and is recognized
as having excellent academic records.
2. Student who has difficulty paying the tuition fees due to the death of the person responsible for the
payment of their educational expenses or because the student or the person responsible for the payment
of their educational expenses has suffered damage caused by a natural or other disaster in the period from
October 1, 2023 to March 31, 2024 (from April 1, 2023 to March 31, 2024 for those who are admitted for
AY2024 First Semester (April)*

*The 2011 Great East Japan Earthquake, the 2016 Kumamoto Earthquake, and the 2018 Hokkaido

Eastern Iburi Earthquake are special exceptions and recognized as natural or other disasters mentioned

above.

3. Student who has difficulty paying the tuition fees due to a similar circumstance to 2 above with a reason

deemed valid by the President.

[Academic Requirements]
Applicants who do not meet the following academic requirements are not eligible for a waiver. However,
if the applicant has a special reason such as having been raised in a single-parent home, the requirements
may be lowered. The applicants who are admitted for AY2024 First Semester (April) and those who meet

the Eligibility Requirement 2 above are considered to satisfy the academic requirements below.

lll. Application Procedure

If you wish to apply for a tuition fee waiver, you must make a separate application for the first and second
semester. All students who wish to apply for a tuition fee waiver for AY2024 First Semester must submit

their application documents.

delays and leave ample time for delivery.

A4 paper.

V. Result of Applications

1. Important Notes Before You Receive the Result

- Do not make any payment until the decision result is notified since the payment of the entrance fee will

be postponed for those who apply for the entrance fee waiver (deferment) and the payment of the tuition

fees for the semester will also be postponed for those who apply for a tuition fee waiver.

- For those who have registered direct debit as their tuition payment method, your tuition will not be
debited until the result of the application is announced.

+ The entrance fee once paid will NOT be refunded.

* You must pay the entrance fee if you apply for the entrance fee waiver (deferment) and later decline to
enroll.

- If you are going to take a leave of absence, withdraw from the University, or complete your program,
contact the Student Support Division (Shogaku Shien) of the Academic Affairs Department (Window
No.4-B at the Institute for the Advancement of Higher Education) or the office of your school or graduate
school (kenkyu-ka) as soon as possible.

- Respond promptly if the University inquires you about the application documents or requests you to

submit additional documents.

2. Announcement of the Result and Issue of Notification Letter

The result will be posted in July 2024 on the student bulletin board at the Institute for the Advancement
of Higher Education, the bulletin board of each school or graduate school (kenkyu-ka), and the university
website.

Failure to pay the entrance fee by the due date will result in
expulsion.

« If the result of the tuition fee waiver decision is other than a full waiver, the Account Division of Finance
Department will send you “¥ZZEEHHA D %15 ¢ (Notice for Tuition Payment)” in mid-August 2024.
